	Compare natural resources in local and other regions
	Recognizes that places have resources with support.
	Identifies basic resources in local region and another region.
	Accurately compares types of resources and how they differ.

	Locate places using a map or globe
	Uses a map with significant support; may confuse symbols/directions.

	Matches resources to transportation with prompts.
	Accurately compares types of transportation and uses.
	Evaluates advantages/limitations of transportation choices.

	Determine how trade meets needs & wants
	Identifies a “need” or “want” with help.
	Gives simple examples of trade with guidance.
	Accurately explains how communities trade to meet needs/wants.
	Applies understanding to new scenarios; explains global interdependence.

	Differentiate between three levels of government

	Identify level led by prime minister
	Needs significant prompting.
	Selects correct level with guidance.
	Independently identifies federal government.
	Explains role or provides examples (e.g., national issues).

	Identify level led by premier
	Needs support identifying the provincial level.
	Selects provincial with guidance.
	Independently identifies provincial/territorial government.
	Gives examples of provincial responsibilities (schools, health).

	Analyze role of government in the community
	Gives one simple idea with support.
	Names one community service with prompting.
	Explains several ways government supports communities.
	Connects roles to personal/community impact; suggests improvements.

	Simulate decision making to solve an issue
	Participates with heavy guidance.
	Contributes ideas with prompts.
	Works collaboratively toward a decision (vote, consensus).
	Leads or facilitates group process; reflects on decision outcomes.

	Distinguish facts vs. opinions
	Identifies fact/opinion with help.
	Sorts simple examples with prompting.
	Independently distinguishes fact from opinion accurately.
	Explains why something is a fact or opinion; evaluates examples.
