Soft Error Rate (SER) is measured in FIT units (failures in time). 1 FIT
denotes one failure per billion device hours (114,077 years).

SER of TMbit of SRAM [...], is typically in the order of 1,000 FIT for
modern process technologies.

1GB = 8192Mbit. This is 8,192,000 FIT
This is roughly once per 5 days!

DRAM FIT is / was somewhat lower than SRAM, but lower voltages
