· 1 = “In” / “On Shelf” / “Available”
4. Holdable and Display in PAC are “bit” fields
· 1 = Checked
· 0 = Not Checked
5. Find Record Status “final” (Record Statuses)
· 1 = Final
· 4 = Deleted
