1. Be a Good Example = Clear Character
Key Ideas:
· Model the behavior you expect from others 
· Lead through actions, not just words 
· Build trust through visible integrity 
Why It Matters:
People believe what they see more than what they hear.

2. Be Trustworthy = Clear Integrity
Key Ideas:
· Follow through on commitments 
· Be dependable and honest 
· Create relational security 
· Reduce skepticism and increase buy-in 
Why It Matters:
Clear character creates credibility.

3. Be Transparent = Clear Intentions
Key Ideas:
· Share relevant information openly 
· Be specific and clear 
· Match your tone to your message 
· Avoid confusion and hidden agendas 
Why It Matters:
Clear intentions create credibility.







4. Be Competent = Clear Capability
Key Ideas:
· Competent people earn the right to speak into the lives of others
· The “weight” of your words is determined by accomplishments
· Become great in what you do and teach
Why It Matters:
People trust leaders who are prepared and capable.

5. Be Consistent = Clear Pattern Over Time
Key Ideas:
· People trust patterns more than promises 
· Be the same leader in every season 
· Consistency builds confidence and trust 
Why It Matters:
If there is no consistency, there is no credibility.
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
