Greeters: At a Glance

You're the first welcome. Help people land, and have fun with it.

Your job: help every arrival feel welcome and know where to

go.

Point People to Three Things

After check-in, walk arrivals over to the map and show them where to find:

* The bathrooms.
 The medical tent.
* Their camping options and where to set up.

Hand them their festival guide if check-in hasn’t already. That’s the whole job. Everything else is your
own warmth on top.

Make the Arrival Fun
This is someone’s first moment at Revival. Celebrate it. You get to read each person and meet them
where they are.
* Hype them up. Cheer their arrival.
* Invite them to get out and do a dance, share a hug, or ring a bell.
* Or just be a warm, happy face and point the way.
REMEMBER
Both are perfect.

Some people want a big celebration. Some just want to know where the bathroom is. Reading
that, and giving each person what they need, is the art of greeting.

Welcome people like you’re glad they’re here. Because we are.
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
