	Preventative Strategies
What curricular, environmental, and staff changes are needed to reduce behavior at the antecedent (before the behavior) phase?
	What curricular modifications will be attempted? (Think: Is the work too hard or too easy?)

	Reinforcers

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	Reactive Plan
 When behavior occurs again, what will the team adjust?
	What do I do if student is engaging in the problem behavior? (Strategies to use if the problem behavior occurs.)
	What do I do if the student engages in the replacement behavior?
	If the student’s behavior escalates to a major safety concern (e.g., dangerous situations including self-harm, threat to life of self or others), see safety plan or team will take steps to create and implement one.

	Required Data Collection System



	What method will the team use to collect data? (Frequency/Intensity/Duration/Latency/Interval)
