Elementary Case Study #1
Joe is a 7 year boy that can be a very silly and funny kiddo. He can be very kind and caring. Joe enjoys cars, playing with balls, playdough, blowing bubbles, and playing Minecraft with friends. Student enjoys math activities and participates the most during this time. He enjoys having books being read to him but not reading them by himself. When given a non-preferred task/activity, Joe will become physically aggressive.  He will hit, kick, and push at the adult providing him with the task or activity. At times he will also throw the items at the adult. 
It has been noted that Joe will arrive at school escalated if he has been to visit his dad, or his morning routine is rough. Staff know it will be a harder day when he begins to whine, and his verbal intelligibility is harder to understand.
Joe lives with his grandmother, grandfather, and mother. Grandmother reports that he has difficulty at home with following rules. He will just walk away from her when she is giving him directions. He cusses at his mom, and it is reported that his dad taught him to. Mom recently separated from his father and relocated to her parents’ house. Mom recently took Joe to Pawnee Mental Health and is waiting for a follow up appointment. Mom reports that Joe has had a hard time being understood when he talks since the age of 2 years. Grandparents and mom report that they enjoy time with Joe and they have a family game night.
Baseline
Joe has been enrolled in USD 475 since May 1st and been in attendance 11 days between May 1 - May 18, 2023 (5 tardies, 1 absence and 1 OSS). He has displayed aggressive behaviors each day. Data was collected May 4 - May 10, 2023. Data indicated that Joe spent an average of 17% of his day being physically aggressive (24%, 67%, 43%, 5%, 19%, 44%). During these 6 days, the increase in aggressive behaviors was directly correlated with the amount of demands placed on him. The less the demand the less the behaviors occurred. A modified daily schedule was implemented on May 15, 2023, where Joe attends school from 8:00 - 11:15 AM daily due to behaviors. Joe utilizes the alternative learning environment to assist in gaining instructional control.  Joe came to school on May 16, 2023, for 45 minutes to do evaluation testing. His mother was in attendance during the duration of the testing. Frequency data was taken in the areas of physical aggression, object aggression and profanity usage over 3 days.

Reinforcement
A forced- choice reinforcement inventory was administered with the student. Based upon his responses to the 40 either/or questions, he scored the highest in the areas of consumable rewards (candy, chips, soda, etc.) and competitive approval (being line leader, calendar helper, show and tell, being pushed on a swing, etc.). His next highest score was independent rewards (playing with toys, being free to go outside, play with a trampoline, etc.). Peer approval (work with friends, sit/work with a friend, hold hands with a peer, etc.) was ranked second to the lowest. He did not choose any of the responses in the category of adult approval (have an adult give him a high 5, get a hug, walk with a teacher, read a story with a teacher, etc.).
Student reports that he likes drinking soda, eating Cool Ranch Doritos, candy such as Sour Patch Kids and Mike and Ikes.






Elementary Case Study #2
Suzy is a very bright 10-year-old who likes to read and play games on her tablet.  She has a wonderful imagination and enjoys sharing the adventures from her Roblox games.  She likes animals, especially wolves.  She is also very good at drawing and likes to challenge others, especially adults, to drawing contests.  She has a dry sense of humor and will tell jokes at times.  Suzy lives with her mom, dad, and older sister. Dad is in the army and currently deployed. Mom reports that Suzy likes to be by herself at home and spend most of her time in her room. Suzy consistently asks about dad and when he will returns. Suzy recently began seeing a therapist at Katie’s Way in Manhattan, KS, after leaving Pawnee Mental Health. Suzy was diagnosed with ADHD and takes Guanfacine daily. 
At school when Suzy is presented with a direction she will growl, scream, throw her glasses, rip the paper (assignment), and throw items in the classroom.  Suzy will stop only if the teacher takes her outside of the classroom and talks to her.
Suzy will come to school escalated if her morning routine is off, she had a conflict at home, or did not sleep well. Other triggers include someone saying something she disagrees with and being told she has done something wrong.
Baseline
Suzy refuses to follow directions, on average, 67% of the time.

Reinforcement
A forced choice reinforcement inventory was administered to Suzy. She scored the highest in peer approval and consumable rewards and the lowest in independent rewards and competitive approval. Some consumable rewards she likes include candy bars (except Snickers), sour gummy worms, sour cream and onion chips, and lemonade. She enjoys playing with friends, hugging friends, and working with friends.  Suzy says she likes unicorn and reading.
